Picking Children {Jp Early

We would like to remind parents that it is important that
appointments are booked outside of sChool times, t0 avoid Children
missing key learning. InCreasingly, over the past couple of days,
parents have arrived in the office |lobby to piCk Children up from
school early for ah appointment. In some instances, no note had
been provided and therefore, both the teacher and the child were
unhaware of this.

Of course, emergencies do happen and last-mihute appointments are hot always available
from GP’s. HoweVver, removing children from Class oh a regular basis will be both detrimental
€0 their child and disruptive to the Class and Office Staff.

Please ensure that all appointments, during SChool time, are kept t0 a minimum and that
hotes are provided in advanhce Clearly stating the reason for the withdrawal.
