Jewellery & Make Up 

For health and safety reasons, children are not permitted to wear jewellery in school. The 
exceptions to this rule are ear-ring studs in pierced ears. 
Please note that watches are not considered items of jewellery and may be worn. 
However, depending on the activity, it may be appropriate for children to be asked to 
remove their watches on health and safety grounds. 
Pupils should not wear make-up, fake tan, false eyelashes/eyelash extensions and false 
nails/gel nails are also included within this section and should not be worn by pupils.
